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Directions
Kucuk Erenkoy

Kucuk Erenkoy is a small village about 25 kilometres east of Girne (Kyrenia). It takes about 25 minutes to drive from Kucuk Erenkoy to the Girne (Girne–Lefkoşa main roundabout).  
Directions to the Villa

From Bird  Rent-A-Car

Turn left and follow road towards Girne

Keep straight for about 3 miles to main roundabout (sign posted Belapais and Lefkosa)

Go straight over roundabout and follow road round to traffic lights  (sign post Belapais)

Go straight over traffic lights until you reach another roundabout with new statue of man and woman

Turn right here and follow road past Lemar supermarket (on right) for about 3 miles

Bear left for Tatlisu and Acapulco Resort  (signposted Tatlisu and Esentepe)
Keep going straight for about 15 miles

We are the last house on the left before the one (shop)  still being built (there is a small solar light on the telegraph pole)

Kitchen

Cooking
Gas Hob
Gas bottle is located in cupboard to left of oven. Turn on/off gas bottle by toggling blue lever on top of connector.  (On and off are clearly marked on the connector).  The gas rings are lit by electric ignition.  Push down button to ignite gas ring (Electric cooker switch needs to be on.  Use matches to ignite if the power is off).  Turn gas control to large flame position for maximum heating and to little flame for minimum heating. 

Oven

The oven is electric. (Cooker On/off switch is to left of cooker).  Control buttons are flush with cooker. Push in buttons to access controls. Push in when finished cooking.

The oven has several settings, including grill, top heat, bottom heat, fan assisted etc. The temperature is controlled by the second button. The timer will flash when first turned on and the oven won’t work until the timer is set (stops flashing).  To set the timer and for full details of the cooker operation see the cooker instruction manual (in English !) in the lower glass fronted cupboard above and to left of cooker.
Please cover oven trays with aluminium foil when using the oven or grill, to keep the trays clean.

Extractor

The extractor fan power switch is on the far left of the bank of switches including the cooer switch.  There are 3 settings of extractor (1,2,3) and a light. Press in buttons to activate and press again to release.

Microwave-grill
The microwave instruction book can be found in the cupboard above it. To use the microwave press the microwave option button, rotate the dial to set the time required and then press start button.

Washing Machine

The washing machine power switch can be found on the wall to the left of the cooker, to the left of the kitchen window.  For a normal wash, set the temperature dial to 50 deg C and the programme to B ( 3 washes and 3 rinse/spins) or H.  Fill middle compartment with soap powder ( 1 and half shell level scoops for a full wash). Fill left compartment with softener (Bingo ! blue bottle, pink bottle is hand wash).  For a shorter wash press the first button on the left. (looks like a circle).  Fill machine with washing and close door.  Press start button (button with a vertical line).  The lock button is used to open the door once the washing cycle is finished.

The washing machine water taps are left on all the time.
For further details see the instruction book in the lower cupboard above and to left of cooker.  

Refrigerator

The power switch for the fridge is on top of the fridge (yellow rocker switch).

Please clean fridge empty ice trays and leave doors propped open (use laundry basket) when you leave.
Ironing

An iron can be found in the bottom cupboard to the right of the fridge.  Use kettle water if you need to steam anything.  An iron board can be found in the large kitchen cupboard.  Note the spring release is broken on the ironing board, so you may need a little juggling to get it up and down without pinching your fingers !

Instruction Manuals

Instruction manuals for all the electrical items can be found in the cupboard above and to the left of the cooker.  Most are in English !

Vacuum, Brushes and Brooms

Brushes and a vacuum cleaner can be found in the large cupboard in the kitchen.  Also a dustpan, brush and a bucket are available.  A mop can be found in the downstairs bathroom and should be used to mop out the shower to help the water drain away !

Dusters etc are in the bottom kitchen draw.  Cleaning materials are under the sink, you may need some detective work to work out what is what ! 

Rubbish

There is a wheelie bin at the entrance to the site opposite Hakan and Lutfiye’s house.  Please put you rubbish bags in here. They seem to be collected daily.
General

Water
The cold water is fed from the mains.  It is potable and we use it from the tap for cooking and for tea/coffee when boiled.  We use bottled water for drinking. The cheapest brand is EVSU (literally house-water) at about 80p for a 5 litre bottle !
The water is turned off occasionally, so you may notice a variation in water pressure depending on whether it is coming from the mains or the tank

The hot water is heated by solar-power and the water gets very hot by the end of the day.  (Be aware that the water can take a very long time , up to 5 mins, to come through hot, so be patient).  In the morning if there is no hot water, then there is an immersion heater which can be used. The switch is the hallway and clearly marked.  Please turn off after use.

Water pump:-  there is also a water pump (switch in hallway, not marked). This should be used to pump water up to the roof tank.  This should be switched on when you arrive and left on.  There are two float switches in the water tanks.  When the top tank empties below a certain level the water pump by the lower tank should come on and pump water up to the roof tank. When the top tank is full, the float switch should turn off the pump.  The float switch in the lower tank will also turn off the pump if the water goes below a certain level.  

We have had some problems with  the pump not cutting out properly, so if this happens, turn the switch off in the house and turn on when required to pump up the water.
Water Problems or Leaks :- We did have some problems with the top tank leaking or overflowing.  If you have any problems, speak to Hakan or Lütfiye (first house) and they will try and help or call out the plumber. 
Sink plugs:- We have not been able to get plugs to satisfactorily fit the hand basin sinks, so please us the small plastic bowls in the bathrooms.  The bath plug seems to work OK though.
Tap Filter:- All the taps have screw filter fitments.  These can get blocked easily by sand and grit.  If the water flow seems poor then unscrew the filter at the end of the tap, clean out the filter, and screw back loosely.  The flow should improve dramatically.

Lower Water Tank:- The water is very hard, and this has caused the ball cock in the tank to seize up before now. This means that water does not flow into the tank even though the water is on at the main and the ball cock is down.  You may need to unscrew and clean the inlet valve to get the water flowing again.

Mains Inlet:- To turn the water on and off at the main, use the red handle at the gate.  In line for on and right angles for off.   *** Please leave the water turned off when you go ***
Air Conditioning

There are 3 air conditioning units, one in each bedroom and on in the lounge.  The units will also provide heating (if necessary in the winter).  The power switches for the units can be found under each unit.  The power should be turned off when you leave.
Each unit is operated by a hand–held remote control.  The bedroom ones are identical and the lounge one very similar.  The unit are quite complicated (instructions in lower cupboard above and to left of cooker).  For normal use you should just need to point the control at the air con unit and press the I/O button. (If the control is not pointing at the unit then the on/off may get out of synchronisation.  Just press it again to get back in sync.)   This will turn on the unit and start the fan. Use the temperature up and down arrow controls to increase or decrease the desired temperature.  Green lights on the units show the unit is operating and the current temperature and desired temperature (lounge only). See instruction book for controlling speed of fan, and swing etc !

The unit work very quickly, so don’t leave them on when not needed and definitely not on when you go out !

Please close all doors and windows when using the air conditioning units, to avoid over-working the units and to maximise effectiveness 

Electrics

All plugs are 3 pin English style.
Note that the light switches are a little idiosyncratic, and I have marked some of them which are not obvious.  I have marked the outside light switches with red blobs as it is easy to turn these on by mistake.

Light bulbs are both bayonet and screw fitting.

There are 2 separate fuse boxes, one in the hall and one on the landing upstairs.  The various fuses are marked inside.

Be aware that the trip switch may activate when a light bulb blows, so check in the fuse box.
There are spare light bulbs in bottom drawer.
Curtains

I suggest you close curtains in the lounge in the morning to keep the room cool and to stop the sun fading the dining table. (watch out the two pieces of driftwood balanced on the stone ledges)
I also suggest you drop down the roman blind in the kitchen during the morning to keep the kitchen cool.

Please leave the curtains like this when you leave to keep the sun from fading the table.
Linen, Sheets, Towels

There should be plenty of linen, duvets and towels in both bedrooms.  The two beds upstairs have under mattress storage.  There is a handle at the bottom of the bed just under the mattress.  Pull this up to access storage. 

There are also beach towels, a beach mat and a cool bag rucksack in the downstairs bedroom wardrobe.

There is a table cloth for large the dining table and table mats in cupboard in the hall.

Tea towels and kitchen towels are kept in the kitchen drawers to the left of the sink.

Dust Sheets

Please fold and store dust sheets in the trunk.  Most have some words in the corner to say what they are for.
When you go can you put the dust sheets back on.

Entertainment (DVD,  CD player, Television, radio)

How to play a CD

1. Turn on TV and DVD player.

2. Press channel 1 on the TV remote

3. Press eject on the DVD remote ( or the left arrow button of the three buttons on the right of the  DVD player)

4. Place CD in player and press eject again to close drawer.

5. CD will play automatically after loading

6. Adjust volume on TV remote.

How to play a DVD

1. Turn on TV and DVD player.

2. Press eject on the DVD remote ( or the left arrow button of the three buttons on the right of the  DVD player)

3. Place DVD in player and press eject again to close drawer.

4. DVD will play automatically after loading

5. Adjust volume on TV remote.

Radio

There is a radio in the bottom right hand drawer in the kitchen.

You can get the BBC World service on MW 1323 and British Forces Broadcasting from the South on FM.
TV

The reception is pretty poor with the indoor aerial and you will need to move it around to get good reception.  Stations BRT1 and BRT2 are the local stations and show English language stuff occasionally.  There is News in English on BRT2 at 20:00 each evening.  To get a full listing of what is on, see the TV section of Cyprus Today. 
Shutters

Some of the shutters still stick, so please be careful when opening and shutting them.  Lifting them usually does the trick.  The left hand shutters have a vertical metal strip which fits into slot top and bottom.  Turn the ring handle through 90 degrees to release the metal strip to open the shutter.  To close the shutter you need to  re-engage the strip in the correct slots.  Ok once you get the hang of it. 

During the day we often close the front shutters in the lounge and kitchen but leave the windows open.  You can leave the shutters slightly open using the latch and catch on the shutter. This helps to keep the rooms cooler but lets a bit of light in.  

*** Please don’t open the kitchen window over the sink, as the windows have been sealed round the bottom as we had some problems with water seeping in.  You should get enough fresh air without needing to open them. ***
Power Cuts

Power cuts are frequent on the island I am afraid.  On our trips we haven’t had many but it is best to be prepared and have a torch handy at night.  There are torches in the bottom drawer to the right of the sink. (Magilite, ordinary torch and a rechargeable lantern).  There are also candles and matches in the bottom drawer to the left of the sink.  In the lounge there are candles in the wall sconces and also two oil lamps.  The lamp oil can be found under the sink.

Best also to check that the trip switch hasn’t gone in the either of the fuse boxes. 

Also best to turn off microwave, TV and CD player and other appliances that were in use as they may be affected by a power surge, which can happen when the power comes back.

Mosquito nets

We have two double mosquito nets.  If you want to use them then there are hangings from the ceiling you can use, which means the net should hang at the correct height.  In the downstairs bedroom there are seven suspension points and seven rings on the net. (the back section only has rings at the corners, with red spots on the hangings). The upstairs net has eight rings and eight points. It should stretch over both beds.  Each side has an opening.

The nets are pretty fragile so be careful putting them up and taking them down to avoid making any more holes in them than those that are supposed to be there.

To be honest we haven’t seen any mosquitoes, but it is up to you !  
You may see a lot of little dumpy flies around (big bodies and little wings). I don’t think they bite and they are not very annoying, just quite a lot of them.  They seem to only live for a day. So you may see them over the bedroom floor.  The net helps to keep them from dying on the bed !

There is also a mosquito plug in and tablets in the upstairs bedroom drawer, if you prefer.
Miscellaneous

Kitchen cupboards sticking – pull down hinge in centre to close

Bread bin in cupboard above fridge

Glass Jug for fresh milk as the milk comes in plastic pouches

You may find some very tiny ants appearing in the kitchen.  If keep all food in containers and clear up all spillages you should be OK.
Carol-Anne

Carol-Anne helps to keep an eye on the place.  She will probably take the dust sheets of before you arrive and clean around the villa.  She will also turn on the fridge and put some beer/wine/water in to cool.  You should find the clean, washed and ironed laundry in the villa.  There is more in the wardrobes and under the upstairs beds.

When you leave, please leave your dirty laundry in a pile on the kitchen table.

Living Room Table

If you use the large living room table for eating, then please use the large table covering (in the kitchen cupboard) to protect the surface.  There are also tablemats and a linen tablecloth in the hall cupboard.

Move taps to right for hot water and left for cold.  Be patient for hot water, it will come through eventually.
Toilets

No paper etc. down the toilet please.  Please use the bins and bags provided and empty them every day

*** Don’t turn on the ‘bidet’ tap beside the toilet as this will squirt water out of the top of the bowl all over the floor, as Tony found when they were out here.  Only the tap to fill the cistern should be on the other should be off.  If the flush fails to fill, it is probably because the cold water tank on the roof has emptied.  Turn the water pump switch on (see General –Water) ***

Money

Small change in Supermarkets is not always available.  Prices are often rounded up or down, or sweets are given in lieu of small change.

YTL and TL :- two forms of currency are in circulation  Turkish Lira (TL) with 6 zeros and also Yeni Turkish Lira (YTL) which don’t have the zeros.  Conveniently the notes are the same colour and design regardless of the zeros !  There also coins 1 YTL, 2 YTL and 50, 25, 10 , 5 yeni kurus (plus the old coins  bin lira).

Exchange rates vary but  approx  £1 = 2.5 YTL,  i.e 1 YTL = 40p
Supermarkets

Shop Stop – Tatlisu  (10 mins drive Eastwards; turn left at garage)

Small Supermarkets – Esentepe ( 10 mins Westwards, 3 smallish supermarkets in town square)

Supreme – Catalkoy (20 mins on main coast road )

Lemar – Karakum  (25 mins on main coast road )
Lemar – Karaoglanoglu (west of Girne )
Tempo – Karaoglanoglu ( Has more English goods e.g bacon and pork and some Iceland frozen goods)
Astro – Girne (also bigger one on Lefkosa ring road, turn left at main roundabout)
All are open 08:00 – 22:00 every day and plenty of free parking  
(Note Lemar is now open from 07:30)
Esentepe - small shops here for bread, water etc.  Follow road up steep hill into the town.
Supermarkets take credit cards (and sterling I think)
Fresh Milk

Fresh milk can be bought in pouches from the chiller cabinets in most supermarkets.  It is marked TAZE SUT.  It is not always available.

There is also Long Life milk available in cartons if you prefer it.

Shops

Most shops open all day with no break.  Most stay open until 19:00 and some beyond that

1001 – Turkish equivalent of the £ shop.  There is one in Girne, turn left half way down high street.  There is an enormous one in Lefkosa, on five floors !  Now there is an even bigger warehouse one near Ercan airport, direction Lefkosa.
Onder – Department store in Lefkosa. ( on right hand side on main road into Lefkosa)
Eating Out

Ask for Nescafe if you want an instant coffee, and tea with milk, if you want tea

You can get tea and coffee and a snack in Lemar’s. Very cheap.

Most main meals will include hot and cold starters (meze)

Kleftiko is baked Lamb in the oven

You won’t find pork on the menu, but you can get frozen bacon in the supermarkets (expensive)

Restaurants

Rosie’s  Esentepe  On right as you enter Esentepe.  (very reasonable prices)

Tumba  Esentepe  On left as you enter Esentepe.

Antique – Bahceli  Never been, but Carole-Anne says it is very nice and reasonably priced

Alkan Holiday Village – Restaurant and Pool.  Never been but my brother has been.
Old Kyrenia Tavern – Girne   Near fire station, behind law courts. Lovely garden. Run by a Darby and Joan who speak good English. Good home-made meal with mezes  (25YTL per head).  Best to phone in advance.
Peanuts – Girne   Take a right turn (coming from Kucuk Erenkoy) by the Hospital before the law courts.  There is a small sign, but it is easy to miss it.  The restaurant has a lovely location, down a steep hill, right by the sea.  Good menu, reasonable prices.

Padisah – Girne. Near fire Station, down road opposite The Colony.  Different lunch and evening menu.

Parking

You can park almost anywhere, though they are now introducing traffic wardens in Girne and Lefkosa, so don’t park where there are double yellow lines or close to junctions.

In Girne we usually park in the main car park which is behind the main government buildings. If you come in from Kucuk Erenkoy and follow the sign for city centre, you will see a parking blue P sign on the right as you come to the centre of town.  There is usually a car park attendant at the gate and the fixed rate is 1YTL (about 40p) for any length of time.  If there is no attendant you can park for free.

You can also park at the back of town on any roads where there aren’t any restrictions.

In Lefkosa we usually park by the city walls.  Follow signs for Ledra Palace and when in the one way system turn left into the town passing the Kyrenia Gate in the middle of the road.  If you then turn sharp left along the walls, you can then usually find somewhere to park along that road.  If you then trace your steps back to the Kyrenia gate (Tourist Office) and turn left you can walk down the main shopping street to the old part of Lefkosa.
